2009 Diocesan Convention

this fall.  We will observe the work of the 2008 Convention Committee at All Souls, 

Oklahoma City and learn from them. 

 

While I was at Christ Church, Tyler, Texas, we were hosts to the annual convention 

of the Diocese of Texas.  That was a very exciting and fulfilling experience for our 

parish.  I think that will happen for us also.  There is something about a gathering of 

Episcopalians from all across the state who come together to celebrate the Holy 

Eucharist and our shared ministries.

The convention will meet in the Community Hall of the Bartlesville Community 

Center, have a banquet at Hillcrest Country Club and worship at St. Luke’s.  We 

will work together to make this joyous and memorable convention.  So, get ready to 

have a great time. 

 

Retreat in Daily Life 

For several years I have been aware of a spiritual program called “Retreat in Daily 

Life” which is based on the Spiritual Exercises of St. Ignatius.  In Oklahoma this 

experience has been promoted and guided by the Sisters of St. Benedict at the Red 

Plains Monastery in Piedmont.  I have met several people who have been through 

the seven-month experience and have been very impressed with their stories of 

personal transformation.  This led me to explore the possibilities for me and for 

others in our parish who might have an interest. 

 

Originally this was designed by St. Ignatius for a twenty-eight day retreat for those 

who could stay in a monastery.  To make this more accessible, the retreat was 

revised for twenty- eight weeks – October to April.  Participants are required to 

meet weekly for an hour in a group setting to sharer their experiences from the week 

and to meet with a spiritual director twice a month.  At each group meeting the 

exercises for the next week are given to the participants who are expected to spend 

forty-five minutes to an hour in prayer and study each day.   

 

Currently four persons have made a commitment to participate at St. Luke’s.  If you 

think you might be interested in this experience, please give me a call for more 

details and questions.  The first step for participation is an interview to determine 

whether this is right for you at this point in your journey.
