DISCIPLESHIP FORUM 
Sunday Mornings, 9:15am, 

Metcalf Hall 

During the summer months, we have been reflecting and discussing the lives of 
the “greater and lesser” saints of the Christian tradition.  We are considering their 
lives, prayers and favorite scriptures and reflecting on how they inform our 
journey in Christ.  This Sunday, Fr. Lee Stephens will lead the class discussion on 
Augustine, First Archbishop of Canterbury (605); Augustine, Bishop of Hippo 
(430); and Padre Pio, (1968).

The annual School Supply Drive and Distribution has been 

completed – once again a marvelous event.  I had asked Melinda when the first 
wave of volunteers would be finished “stuffing” backpacks on Sunday and she 
would need fresh volunteers.  She said it would be a big help to be here at 3:00.  
That is when people start getting tired.  

I walked in the door of Metcalf Hall at 3:00 wearing my running shoes and 
ready.  There was a great roar and enthusiastic applause.  They had finished 
packing all 1699 backpacks with school supplies in record time.  They did the 
deed in two hours flat!  The volunteers were clearly elated to have been a part 
of this great give-away – from our abundance to those who really needed help 
in providing for their children. 

Do not fear – there was plenty for me to do.  Along with other volunteers, we 
reorganized the leftover supplies, did major clean-up in Rodgers and Metcalf 
Halls, moved tables into position for organizing the backpacks by school and 
finished backpacks which were missing some items.  Another group was 
scheduled to be there at 6:00 to organize the backpacks for distribution. 

What stood out to me through all of this was the spirit in which the work was 
done.  I didn’t hear any complaining or griping in any way.  Smiles were 
everywhere.  People were helping each other navigate the organized chaos with 
supply lists and backpacks in hand.  There was a marvelous kind of joy in 
doing a good thing. 

St. Luke’s people were everywhere doing their part – including some of our 
children.  I lost count of how many of our folks were there (I didn’t even see all 
of them, but heard about them) – I just know there were a bunch and I am 
proud.  I am especially grateful for the monumental work of Melinda and Bob 
Wesneski – their devotion to this annual project is over the top in living out 
their faith and making a difference. 

And, all of this took place in our church – St. Luke’s.  I love it when the 
boundaries of church and community are blurred to touch people’s lives.  This 
is Church – not just because our facilities are being used, but because the 
hands, lips and heart of Christ were made so very real with each of the 
volunteers, but more importantly with every parent and child who came to pick 
up their backpacks and supplies. 

As Melinda reported and I saw for myself, the people were so grateful as they 
came through the line.  The rain was falling almost all day on Monday, but 
there were smiles everywhere as they waited – but especially as they left with 
their gifts and the touch of Christ.
