A Spiritual Plateau or less? 
One thing that has become increasingly clear to me in recent years, spiritual 

growth does not happen accidentally.  A person must want to grow in his or 

her relationship with God and be intentional in making it happen.  I have seen 

this over and over again in people who have participated in EFM, Spiritual 

Discipline Groups and The Spiritual Exercises of St. Ignatius. 

 

As one person put it, I am aware that my spiritual life has been growing and 

evolving in the last year as I have shared in the (spiritual discipline) group.  

Another participant observed that she is spiritually in a very different place 

than she was two years ago when she started.  Now she experiences God in 

ways she had mostly missed before.  Then there is the husband who said he 

had always admired his wife’s spiritual depth but could still see the changes 

as she experienced the Spiritual Exercises of St. Ignatius. 

 

This is just a sampling of what I have heard from people who got off their 

“spiritual plateau or less” by being more intentional in their interest/desire to 

live into Christ more fully and allow Christ to live more freely in them.  

Another way to express this may be to seek ways to go beyond the divided 

life of the sacred and secular to wholeness – the integrated life. 

 

This Sunday in the Discipleship Forum we will consider some options which 

will be available this fall at St. Luke’s.  Perhaps it is time for you to grow 

beyond where you have been.  Come and consider the possibilities. 

 

Children’s Education 
As you may be aware, I have been seeking a new Children’s Education 

Coordinator all summer.  We value our children and their parents and want to 

nurture them in the faith.  Now is the time to begin for them – not later.   

 

We have parents and other volunteers who want to help, but need leadership, 

coordination, support and care.  So, I have asked Mthr. Andrea, and she has 

agreed, to change her responsibilities as my Assistant to the Rector to include 

Children’s Education for the rest of this year.  Last Sunday we met with some 

of the parents and grandparents who are willing to help and they were 

delighted to have Andrea working with them.  I went from relief to pleased to 

excited. 

 

Now, while we have a good core of volunteers, we need to expand the circle.  

We need people who will teach in Church School (9:15-10:15), lead in 

Children’s Chapel (following the Children’s Homily) and care for children in 

the Nursery (once a month).  If you are interested in these ministries and/or 

are aware of God’s call to you, please call Mthr. Andrea and see what 

happens.
