Last Sunday’s gospel reading from Matthew 14 about the 

feeding of 5000 plus from five loaves and two fish is a 

powerful image of our lives today.  This weekend we will 

experience a similar image of Jesus compassion rubbing off on 

a crowd of people in the Bartlesville community.  Many of you 

from this parish will have joined others from Bartlesville to 

provide 1700 plus backpacks filled with school supplies for 

needy children in our area.  You will have answered Jesus’ 

command: “You give them something to eat.” 

Many of you from this parish also joined others from Bartlesville last month to 

purchase every Great Duck Dip ticket with proceeds going to support all the 

ministries of CONCERN.  You have answered Jesus’ command: “You give them 

something to eat.” 

There are so many ministries like the above that are memories of my first year here 

with you.  Your compassion for others became immediately evident when I came to 

move-in a year ago and saw all of you giving so much of yourselves so that there 

would be a home for me.  Not only was your Compassion evident; but also your 

keen sense of Community and close relationships with each other and Jesus was 

evident.  It was your love of Jesus that was your motivation.  You are very good at 

showing and sharing Jesus’ love.  You touch so many lives.  You answer Jesus 

command: “You give them something to ear.” 

Last Sunday was my first time in four weeks to be in the chancel of the church with 

you.  The in-between Sundays I have officiated as supply priest at St. Matthew’s-

Sand Springs and St. Paul’s-Claremore with one vacation Sunday sitting with you 

and my two grandchildren in the nave of the church.  The sharing of Eucharist with 

you last Sunday and all the times of Eucharist this past year are such precious 

memories. 

Memories of your compassion, community, and Eucharists shared help me to 

understand the powerful proclamation you make as Jesus’ followers.  Recently you 

have participated in the celebration of life for Brooks Spies, Jim Horseman, and Fr. 

Jim Williams.  Your proclamation of the gospel is clear and dear.  Indeed we are 

spiritually nourished at Holy Eucharist and all those holy spaces of time when we 

are specifically aware of the indwelling spirit and blessings of God.  Certainly you 

go forth from Eucharist to be in community, taking care of self and each other, and 

to be in the world sharing Jesus compassion. 

This poem by John Slow from Kneelers: Prayers from Three Nations reminds me of 

you:
