Building a House in Piedras Negras, Mexico

Mike and Marsha Sauter of Good Shepherd Presbyterian Church shared
their experiences in building a house in Mexico last Sunday in the
Discipleship Forum. They were also available during the Coffee Hour to
talk about the project. The response was encouraging. Fourteen people
have said they want to be on the team for next summer.

Last night the Vestry approved going forward with our participation. We
will send a five hundred dollar confirmation fee which will put things in
motion and secure a date. We will need twenty or so members of the team
at $500 — $600 each for their transportation, room and food. Plus, we will
need to raise $9,000 for materials to build the house. In the next few days I
hope to have a couple of people who will lead this process. Until then, if
you are interested in going, give me a call or send an email.

Living the Questions — in the Discipleship Forum

This Sunday, Sept. 14, we will begin a new series called “Living the
Questions” in the Discipleship Form which starts at 9:15 in Metcalf Hall.
“Living the Questions” is an open-minded alternative to studies that
attempt to give participants all the answers and creates an environment
where participants not only interact with one another in exploring the best
of today’s theological thought, but together strive to explore what’s next
for Christianity and themselves.

“Living the Questions” features thirty of the leading religious voices of our
time. This involves a twenty-minute video segment which includes
conversations with leading voices of faith, sermon and lecture clips, digital
stories illustrating aspects of an evolving faith and concrete spiritual
practices.

The first of the three part series is entitled “Invitation to Journey.” The
sessions include: An Invitation to Journey; Taking the Bible Seriously;
Thinking Theologically; Stories of Creation; Lives of Jesus; A Passion for
Christ: Paul; Out into the World: Challenges Facing Progressive Christians.
It should be more than a little interesting.

I am looking forward to this series. There will be a variety of perspectives
in our group through which we will be challenged by the diversity and yet
learn from and with each other. This will not be a passive experience, but
one in which we will want to engage the questions and grow in our faith.

Last winter, when our St. Luke's family was trying to find ways to help
provide needed surgery for Lynda Stephens, one suggestion was to offer "treasures"
from our own homes and lives as an "outward and visible sign of the inward and
spiritual grace" directing and guiding our lives, a kind of sacramental giving for the
good of a precious child of God! However, the health insurance powers-that-be
finally agreed that Lynda's surgery was a necessary medical procedure!
