Advent is here ready or not!  Indeed, Advent is for 

getting ready to receive, hold and celebrate God’s 

coming again in Jesus, the Christ Child. 

The First Sunday of Advent was a challenging 

adventure.  The missing 10:30 service leaflets 

continue to be a mystery.  The choir had them, as 

did I, but…the rest were gone – never to be seen again.  We managed to get 

through the service.  A variety of other things went a little strange, but we kept 

going and Christ was still present and blessing. 

The only disappointing part was the Advent Wreath.  I love seeing the candles 

light up one by one each week.  However, on Sunday there was hardly a glow 

much less a flame.  We pulled the wicks out a little more.  The flame would 

shine at first then retreat to a “glow status.”  The ladies of the Altar Guild had 

faithfully, as always, put the liquid wax in the candles before the service.  

Several people checked them over and everything seemed right, but the flame 

would not last. 

What a way to start Advent! 

After the Holy Eucharist, the search for an answer continued.  One of the ladies 

took the top off one of the candles.  The reservoir for the liquid wax is rather 

large – perhaps six inches deep, but the wick was clearly in the wax.  However, 

the reservoir was only half full – sufficient one might think – but not.  The 

reservoir was then filled to the top and guess what – the Advent flame burns 

bright and steady – shining in the darkness of our world and our souls. 

This first candle of Advent may be a reflection of our spiritual thirst and needs 

as we make our way to Bethlehem – the Christ Candle.  We may look good on 

the outside, but the journey of life may have taken a toll on our souls bodies.  

Without hardly noticing it, our spiritual flame may have diminished to a mere 

glow.  If that is true for you, Advent may be just what you need. 

My Youngest Friends and I are using an Advent Calendar to guide us to 

Christmas.  Each day we open a new window in the picture/calendar.  For all of 

us, taking time each day to read, pray and reflect through the Advent season can 

do wonders in refilling our spiritual reservoirs.  Perhaps by Christmas your 

flame and those of others around you will be burning brightly for the Feast of 

the Incarnation.   What a celebration it would/will be! 

An additional note:  With the new Liturgical Year, we have a new primary 

Gospel – the Gospel according to Luke.  On the 13
th
 and 20

th
 of December, I will 

be doing a review of Luke in the Discipleship Forum.  In preparation and for 

your reflection, I invite you to read the Gospel of Luke BACKWARDS.  Start 

with the last chapter and make your way forward (trust me).  Then come and 

enter in the discussion.
