The sacraments of Ordination and Confirmation along with 

the Eucharists were wonderful.  I cannot begin to thank all 

the people involved – who helped make it happen.  The joy 

was non-stop and process orderly and smooth.  In addition 

to the new Deacon, Alene, and the ten confirmands, my weekend was 

complete when both Bishop Ed and Debbie, his wife, said they love coming 

to St. Luke’s.  That is a high compliment coming from our Bishop and 

Debbie. 

But then there is the other side of this – I am glad Bishop Ed is our Bishop.  

As I told people in the Monday evening service, he looks like a Bishop, 

dresses like a Bishop, acts like a Bishop and talks like a Bishop.  However, 

there was something much deeper coming through in his visit with us – he 

has the spirit of a Bishop – an authority, passion and compassion that 

comes from within – from his relationship and calling with Christ.  I wish 

everyone had heard him share his spiritual journey during the Discipleship 

Forum – he was genuine, funny, humble, passionate, receptive and 

transparent – pretty amazing.

While we will be doing the “business” of the church with 

reports, elections and budget, this is really an opportunity to celebrate who 

we are as a parish and once again lean into God’s future for us.

On July 4, 2009, a group of 20 representing St. Luke’s Episcopal Church will take off 

to Piedras Negras, Mexico where they will build and dedicate a three-room, concrete 

block house for a working Mexican family in need.  Working side-by-side with this 

family, the house will be built in four days.  As part of this mission project, we need 

to raise the $9,000 that it costs to build this three room concrete block house and to 

do that we are “selling” the concrete blocks, steel windows, steel doors and roof 

panels.  You have an opportunity to be a part of this mission project by buying a part 

of this house.  Blocks, 1,000 total, are sold at $5 each, four windows at $25 each, two 

steel doors at $50 each, and seven roof panels for $100 each.
