FROM 'I'HE Phase One of my sabbatical will soon

begin with training in Bridges Out of
Poverty. Originally this phase was to
happen next winter when more time and
money might be available. Well, the Poverty Alleviation Coalition in
Bartlesville offered funding through a grant and time became available
(somewhat miraculously). Therefore, this will be Phase One of my
sabbatical.

My Letter of Agreement with the Parish credits me with one month of
sabbatical time for each year | serve St. Luke’s. Only three months can be
taken at a time and $1,000 is budgeted each year for continuing education
and/or sabbatical. In twelve and half years | have managed only one
sabbatical (six weeks in 2002) — money and time are always issues. So the
agreement is thoughtful and generous, but also impossible. To their credit,
the Wardens and Vestry have insisted that | take a sabbatical. The Special
Recognition Gift the parish gave me this year will fund my sabbatical —
along with the grant for Phase One. Mthr. Mary Lou and Mthr. Andrea
Jones, along with Deacon Doug, will cover my time away.

Bridges Out of Poverty is a unique and powerful tool designed to help
professionals and communities in assisting people in moving from poverty
to self-sufficiency. Some of the questions and issues addressed include:

What are the “hidden rules” of poverty, middle class and wealth?
Could you survive in poverty?

How do language registers limit success for people in poverty?
What resources are lacking for people in poverty?

Coordination, cooperation, and collaboration among agencies.
Building support systems for people in poverty.

Since coming to St. Luke’s, | have done a lot of work with various
organizations who serve the poor in Bartlesville. There are a lot of
wonderful people giving themselves to help people trapped in poverty in
our community even as the number of poor is increasing. In the last five or
six years | have been working with an organization called “The Poverty
Alleviation Coalition,” as well as the United Way and others seeking ways
to help people grow toward self-sufficiency. Some of that work is
beginning to catch momentum and this training in Bridges Out of Poverty
and Getting Ahead in a Just-Getting by World (a workbook for families in
poverty) will be very helpful.

In addition, I want to continue explore the role of the Church and the
spiritual dimension of this work. What is our role and responsibility — and
why? Holy Scriptures have a lot to say about serving the poor and
marginalized. Among the measures for a church, community and society
are the attitudes toward the poor and assistance provided. If it is true that
Christ can be found and served among the poor, how can the church make a
difference for individuals, families, caring agencies and community
systems?

Thank you for the opportunity to learn and grow.
