In 1919, the “victory” offering of $468,000 was given in thanks for the end of
WWI mindful of the many women who lost sons and husbands in the war. In 1943
the UTO offering surpassed $1 million for the first time and in 1949 increased to
nearly $2 million. In recent years, UTO funds available for grants topped $3
million.

The Mission and Vision of UTO is to expand the circle of thankful people
encouraging daily prayers, offerings, and awareness of the abundance of God’s
blessings in order to significantly impact the lives of others in Christ’s name. To
achieve this vision, the focus is particularly on projects that implement significant
change toward alleviating profound human suffering.
