Incredible!   

As noted in last week‟s “Steeple,” St. 

Luke‟s has been sponsoring six 

Ugandan Orphans each year for a long time through our budgeted Outreach.  

However, the budget for 2010 has all but eliminated Outreach from the budget – 

our income commitments are insufficient thus far.  That means that the “least of 

them” who are dependent on our support will have to find other resources – 

including the six orphans. 

 

The Vestry is really wrestling with what to do and working to find funds to at 

least cover some of our commitments.  With my “Open House Birthday Party” 

coming up at the end of the week, I told the Vestry I would invite donations to 

sponsor the orphans and sponsor as many as possible.   

 

Following the Vestry meeting, someone came up and gave me a check to 

sponsor one of the Ugandan orphans. 

 

We put a basket on the table where people were to place their birthday cards and 

put up a sign for the orphan sponsorship.  When all the guests had come and 

gone, we started adding up the cash and checks.  People gave $1,109 – enough 

for three orphans! 

 

At the 8:00 Eucharist, we were passing the peace when someone whispered to 

me, “We will sponsor one of the orphans.” 

 

Following the 10:30 Eucharist, I was handed another birthday card which 

included a check to cover the sixth and final orphan. 

 

What a birthday!  What a parish! 

 

Incredible!  (Again) 

The “Open House Birthday Party” was really something.  There was a steady 

stream of friends for two hours and I loved every minute of it.  Cars were 

everywhere.  I know some neighbors were probably wondering "Who died?” 

Being surrounded by so many friends was wonderful – there were lot of friends 

who couldn‟t be there. 

 

Having said that, I was blessed in another way.  I enjoyed watching people 

enjoy each other.  I have seen this before but I am always impressed with the 

way people are brought together for one purpose and yet an even more 

significant dynamic emerges – friends eating and drinking – talking, sharing, 

laughing.  Hearts are warmed and relationships strengthened.  Christ revealed in 

our midst – Epiphany! 

 

Incredible!  (one more time) 

Last night I was writing my “Rector‟s Annual Report” for the “2009 Book of 

Reports” and the Annual Meeting.  That involved going over my 2009 calendar 

and being reminded of what happened – and what an incredible year it was!  In 

forty years of pastoral ministry, I don‟t recall a year with so many memorable 

highlights.  As we are now moving all so swiftly into 2010, I hope this is a 

trajectory for where we are going and what we are becoming as a parish.

HELP HAITIANS DEVASTATED  
BY EARTHQUAKE 

Following a catastrophic earthquake that 

struck Haiti‟s capital, Port-au-Prince, on 

January 12, Episcopal Relief & Development is 

reaching out to the Diocese of Haiti to both 

address immediate needs and prepare for long-

term rehabilitation work. At least three million 

people are estimated to have been affected by the earthquake. 

Innumerable homes and major structures were destroyed. The Rev. 

Kesner Ajax, Executive Director of the Bishop Tharp Institute, said: 

“There is no Cathedral. The entire Holy Trinity complex is gone. The 

convent for the Sisters of St. Margaret is gone. The Bishop‟s house is 

gone. College St. Pierre is gone.” Episcopal Relief & Development has 

disbursed emergency funding to the Diocese of Haiti to help meet 

critical needs such as food, water and shelter for those affected. We are 

standing ready to support the country‟s ongoing recovery and rebuilding 

efforts in the days to come. Episcopal Church Presiding Bishop 

Katharine Jefferts Schori said in a statement on the earthquake, “Even 

under „normal‟ circumstances, Haiti struggles to care for her 9 million 

people. I urge your concrete and immediate prayers in the form of 

contributions to Episcopal Relief & Development, who are already 

working with the Diocese of Haiti to send aid where it is most needed.” 

Here‟s how you can help today:  

1. Pray for people devastated by the earthquake. 

2. Give to our Haiti Fund to help those most impacted.   

Your partnership is critical in protecting the people in Haiti who are 

in a very vulnerable situation.
