The following report was presented at 

the Annual Meeting and the attached 

motion was adopted. 

 

OUTREACH FOR 2010 – A Beginning 

For fourteen years St. Luke’s has tithed (given ten percent) of the pledges each 

year for Outreach through the budget.  However, for the last two years we have 

only fulfilled half of our budgeted Outreach funds because of shortfalls in 

income.  For 2010, only $5,547 is in the budget for Outreach instead of ten 

percent of the pledges – $34,000. 

 

The Vestry is aware that our Outreach funds are important to the organizations 

who serve the “least” of God’s children in our community and around the 

world.  We are committed to finding resources to fund our commitments as 

much as possible.   

 

I have asked parish organizations who currently raise Outreach funds beyond 

the budget to do two things:   

1. “Pool” their money with the budgeted Outreach funds which would  

 allow the Outreach Committee to make recommendations to the  

 Vestry for the allocation of all Outreach funds.   

2. Designate a representative to be on the Outreach Committee and  

 share in forming the recommendations.   

These requests have been made to leaders who serve in the Bookstore, 

Treasure Sale and ECW Rummage Sales and the response has been positive 

from each area. 

 

Special attention in the allocation process will be given to our “core” 

organizations which we have supported for many years:  CONCERN, Green 

Country Free Clinic, The Agape Mission, Samaritan Counseling and the Green 

Family.  Other causes which have become important to the parish will also be 

a priority including the School Backpacks, Martha’s Task and Camp New 

Hope. 

 

We have identified the following funds to be used for Outreach in 2010: 

 

Budget 2010   $5,547 

Reserve Outreach Funds   5,088 

ECW Rummage Sales                 2,800 

Bookstore Proceeds    4,500 

Uganda Orphan Fund    2,190 

 Total $20,125 

 

The Vestry adopted the following motion in the January 12, 2010:  When there 

is a surplus in the budget (line 59) toward the end of the year, fulfilling our 

practice of giving ten percent of our pledges to Outreach will be a priority.  

(Monday night at the Annual meeting, the church adopted the same motion) 

 

As I said, this is a beginning – for doing better for those who need us.
