L MOR taught me to pray almost from day one.
vl Initially these were children’s prayers

that were memorized. It didn’t take long to start making up my own prayers —
mostly just telling God about things that concerned me. I don’t really remember
much about being “aware” of God as much as I was doing what | was told was
important.

As | grew older my prayers became a bit more patterned and wordy reflections of
what | had been taught — thanksgiving, confession, intercession, supplication, etc
— in various forms and efforts to talk with God. I’m not sure | did much listening
(actually 1 know I didn’t), but I got in some good practice in letting God know
what was on my mind — especially when | was in personal pain or struggling.

This pattern continued well into adulthood — and my role as a pastor/priest. The
“word” prayer or “mind” prayer was my primary mode of talking with God. The
prayers were of the mind and feelings — and were sincere. | had an on-again — off-
again desire to connect in ways that mattered — ways that were of the heart.
Actually the whole prayer thing was off and on — and | wasn’t always sure prayer
even worked. Looking back [ am aware I didn’t give God much room to connect
with me. | was too busy trying to figure it out or simply too busy.

Along the way I have had some “mystical” experiences of God which were not of
my doing. These were usually times when | was surprised by God — God’s
presence, love, peace and guidance. These were often affirming experiences and
sometimes life-shaping, but mostly outside of my “prayer time” and of God and
not my efforts.

Then I discovered Morning Prayer as a daily discipline and learned the rhythm
that brought a new and meaningful way of seeking and being with God — and
being fed spiritually. This along with the Liturgy of the Eucharist and Sacrament
took my journey to another level. But then someone helped understand the
importance of the silence in both Morning Prayer and the Eucharist. | was
counseled that when we had said the written prayer, we were primed for prayer in
the deepest sense — to experience God in personal and intimate ways of the spirit
and beyond the words. | have found that to be true when I have taken the time.

Some of our spiritual discipline groups and readings taught me a variety of
approaches to prayer that have taken me beyond just using my word prayers — to
be open to the presence of Christ at all times and everywhere. My experiences
with Sister Ellie, Sister Pascaline, Brother Lawrence, St. Benedict, Philip Newell,
Thomas Merton and many others are teaching me to go deep within to know and
be known by God in even more meaningful ways — which informs and enriches
who | am and what | do.

I say all this to say | am a work in progress. There is so much more to this
experience and process we in what we call “prayer.” And, God is beckoning us to
open ourselves, peel back the layers that separate us from God and each other and
experience the mystery and wonder of who we are in Christ and Christ in us.

Well, that all seems a bit serious. And, you may dismiss all of it as mumbo
jumbo from an old priest. Or, you might want to explore the possibilities of a
prayer-life that will lead to deeper level of faith and life. 1 am still working on it
and I hope I never stop.
