So, we have just kept going
day to day trying to be grateful, but at the same time wishing things were
better.

Well, today we took the time and money for new windows. The difference is
stunning! Why did we take so long to get rid of the “haze” and fully enjoy the
light and the views?

In truth, life is like that much of the time. Life is good — mostly. Yet, we have
let some things go that need our attention. We have gotten used to the “fog” —
of things not being right. Maybe it is some old resentments that keep hanging
around and holding us back. Perhaps unresolved grief or disappointments that
cloud our days. There is always the possibility that some form of cynicism and
distrust has infected our vision. Our personal “haze” that colors and limits us
can be many things that need our attention.

In and through all of this may be a diluted faith that has happened over the
course of months and years — our relationship with God that has gone
unattended or become a lesser priority. Perhaps the trust has been eroded by
false expectations or worse yet, replaced by misguided trust in ourselves. Or,
we it could be we that we continue to rely on a faith perspective that no longer
works for us and have made little effort in growing in Christ in ways that
refresh and strengthen us — we have just lived with the “fog” so long, we are
satisfied with just getting by with life -- with God.

Holy Week is profound opportunity to “clean” the windows of your heart and
let the Light shine and transform you from the inside out. Indeed, the view
from within toward God, each other and the world can be remarkably
improved.

Take a look at the Holy Week schedule (on pg. 1 of this newsletter) and make
it a priority to live into the last week of Jesus. Be reminded of the healing,
redeeming, forgiving, reconciling, guiding, empowering — indescribable love
God is offering you day after day. The Psalmist’s prayer says it so well —
“Create in me a clean heart, O God, and renew a right spirit within me.”

This could be the best Easter ever! Easter will happen. The rest is up to you.
