They begin as a layperson,
become a deacon and then a priest — but a priest is always a layperson and
deacon within — particular calling, role, authority and responsibilities are added
with ordination to the priesthood.

Bishop Ed has started ordaining candidates to as transitional deacons during
their last year in seminary. This allows them to become priests soon after going
to a parish. Mark your calendars now — Saturday, July 31, Stephanie will be
ordained to the priesthood by Bishop Konieczny here at St. Luke’s. You won’t
want to miss this celebration!
