Mark Your Calendars

Some big events are about to take place in the life of St. Luke’s as we enter what we know will be
a much happier new year than the last. Although the details are still being worked out, here are
some key dates for your calendar.

Sunday, Jan. 18 — Rev. Nicholas Phares (“Fr. Nick™) will be introduced to the congregation at our
10 am service, which will be officiated by Fr. Mark Wood. The following Monday, Fr. Nick will
begin to move into his office as our new rector, just about six months after we started the search
process — pretty amazing. Thanks be to God!

Sunday, Jan. 24 — Fr. Nick will lead our 10 am service as our new rector. If you feel comfortable
about getting out and coming to this service, please try to do so. At this point, we’re not sure if
Teresa and family will be present, pending their house sale closing in Pensacola. The vestry will be
working with Fr. Nick to develop appropriate ways that every single member will have the
opportunity to meet the Phares family in a virus-safe setting. We’ll keep you updated.

Wednesday, Feb. 24 — Bishop Poulson will be coming to St. Luke’s to conduct the Celebration of
New Ministry ceremony, which marks the formal installation of a new rector. This service will be
at 5:30 pm, and note that it will be on a Wednesday (not Sunday). The ceremony is celebrated in
the context of a eucharist, with the bishop normally the chief celebrant and the new rector
assisting.

Finally, this week, remember to pick up a poinsettia from Metcalf Hall. Even if you didn’t order
one, there appear to be plenty to go around to take home or to share with member or friend who
was unable to come to one of the holiday services. With a little care, they’ll stay beautiful for many
months.

John the baptizer appeared in the wilderness, proclaiming a baptism of
repentance for the forgiveness of sins.
